Dear Parents/Carers,

This is a very important half term and most lessons will be dedicated to revision for the SATs, which take place in the week commencing Monday 11th May. Although I have previously provided the timetable for SATs week, I have included it again on the reverse of this newsletter. By focusing on literacy, numeracy and science, we will be preparing the children to take the tests with the confidence that they can do their best, which is all we ask. 

Exercise will be important at this potentially stressful time, so the children must remember to bring in suitable kit for our PE sessions on Monday and Wednesday.   

I will set homework during the next three weeks but it will be individually tailored to each child’s needs. I will also expect the children to identify areas that they need to practise for themselves using their revision guides. However, it is important that the children are not overworked in this period as they need to be rested and fresh for the challenges ahead. Regular short bursts of study in a quiet space are best.
Once the SATs are over we will be able to return to a more rounded curriculum, with a lot of emphasis on ICT, art, drama, music and PE.
